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IMPORTANT

Read this instruction booklet carefully before operation.

Before using the appliance, check that the mains power voltage corresponds with
the voltage shown on the rating plate.

Always remove the plug from the power socket when the appliance is not in use and
before carrying out any maintenance operations.

Always remove the plug from the power socket before opening the appliance.

Do not use the appliance to vacuum liquids due to electric shock hazard.

Do not use the appliance to vacuum sharp objects.
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Do not use the appliance to vacuum lighted Cigarettes, hot ashes and any other
combustible objects.

Do not use the appliance to vacuum tiny particles like Cement or plaster dust as this
will shorten the life of the motor.

Keep the vacuum cleaner away from stoves, heaters and any other heat emitting
appliances. Heat can deform and discolour the plastic parts.
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Do not block the air flow. Blocking the suction in any way (blocked filters, Blocked
hose or full dust bag) will decrease the efficiency and will shorten the life of the
motor.

Do not run the vacuum cleaner over the power cable.

Never leave the appliance unattended when it is switched on.

The appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons without
supervision.

Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the
appliance.

This appliance is for domestic use only. Commercial use voids warranty.

Do not unplug by pulling the power cord. Always unplug by pulling the plug.

Use as described in this instruction booklet.

Do not switch the appliance on if it appears to be faulty in any way.

For repairs or accessories contact the distributor on the contact details outlined in
the guarantee.

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ASSEMBLING THE VACUUM CLEANER

Always remove the plug from the power socket before fitting or removing
accessories

Fitting the Flexible Hose

Insert the Flexible Hose into the hose socket on the front
cover of the vacuum cleaner. Press the hose into the hose
socket until the hose clicks into place.
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Removing the Flexible Hose

To remove the Flexible Hose, press the locking buttons on
the base of either side of the flexible hose to release the lock.
Pull the hose out of the hose socket.



Fitting the Extendable Telescoping
Tube and Accessories

1. Attach the Extension Steel Tube to the
Curved Handle of the Flexible Hose.

2. Lengthen the Extension Steel Tube by pushing the lock inwards ( ) and then
pulling the tube out ( ).

3. Attach the preferred cleaning accessory to the end of the Extension Steel Tube:
Adjustable Floor Brush (), Round Brush Tool ( ) or Crevice Tool ( ).

OPERATION METHOD

1. Before using the vacuum cleaner unwind the length of power cord required and insert
the plug into the power socket. A YELLOW mark on the power cord indicates the
ideal cable length. Do no extend the power cord beyond the RED mark.

2. Press the ON/OFF Switch to turn the vacuum cleaner ON. If you press the ON/OFF
switch again the vacuum cleaner will be turned OFF.



3. You can adjust the Suction by sliding the Air Flow Adjustor on the curved handle to
control the suction. The suction will be reduced the more you open the adjustor ( ).
For maximum suction keep the adjustor closed ( ).
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4. You can also adjust the suction using the Electronic Suction Control Slide Button
on the vacuum cleaner.

5. Choose a suitable suction according to the surface to be cleaned:
Carpets — Maximum suction
Hard Floors — Maximum to Medium suction
Curtains or Sofas — Medium to Minimum suction

6. Choose a suitable Adjustable Floor Brush position for surface to be cleaned:
Carpets — The bristles should be in (retracted) to enable the floor head to glide
on the carpet while cleaning.

Hard Floors — The Bristles should be out (extended).

To extend the bristles, push the lever on the floor brush down. The Bristles will collect
the dirt and protect the Hard Floor surface from scratches.

Position 1: Bristles retracted Position 2: Bristles extended
- For Carpets - For Hard Floors




— _ Using the Cleaning Accessories
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Dust Bag Full Indicator

When the suction tube/hose is obstructed or the dust bag is full, the
Dust Bag Full Indictor will appear RED. In that case, replace the dust
bag or remove the obstruction.

Turning the Vacuum Off

1. After you finish cleaning, turn the vacuum off by pressing the
ON/OFF Switch.

2. Only then unplug the power plug from the power socket.
Press the rewind button with one hand, and guide the cord
with the other hand to ensure that it does not cause
damage during winding.

MAINTENANCE

Replacing the Dust Bag

1. Remove the flexible hose from the hose socket.

2. Open the front cover of the vacuum cleaner by pressing the Front Cover Release
Button () then lifting the cover ( ).




3. Slide the disposable dust bag out of the housing and discard the full bag.

4. Slide in a new dust bag between the clips of the housing in the direction indicated by
the arrow on the dust bag cardboard.

5. Position the dust bag so that it is not sticking out of the canister.

6. Close the front cover, and the vacuum cleaner is ready for operation.

Maintaining Filters

1. To clean the pre-exhaust filter press the Front Cover Release Button ( ) to expose
the dust bag cabinet ( ). Slide the filter cover up ( ) to remove it from the vacuum
(). Remove the filter from its cover ( ).

2. Wash the filter under running water and allow it to dry completely before putting it
back in the vacuum.



3. To clean the exhaust HEPA filter, detach the Air Exhaust Cover () by pulling firmly
away from the Vacuum Cleaner (). Slide the HEPA filter up ( ) and pull it out ( ).

4. Wash the HEPA filter under running water and allow it to dry completely before
putting it back into the vacuum cleaner.

5. Filters should be replaced approximately every few months depending on how
frequently the vacuum cleaner is used.

Cleaning the Vacuum

1. Do not clean the vacuum cleaner using petrol or any other flammable liquid.
2. Clean only the outside of the vacuum cleaner.
3. To clean, use only a moist cloth and detergent.

4. After cleaning, wipe any moisture away with a dry cloth.
