HEPA (High Efficiency Particulate Air) filters are an effective system in 
removing almost all indoor pollutants, dust mites, pollen and mould spores. 
 

POWER REGULATOR 
The power regulator allows maximum control over the suction of the vacuum.  
Slide to the right to increase the suction to MAX. Slide to the left to reduce 
suction to MIN. 
 

ASSEMBLING THE VACUUM CLEANER  
 

Always remove the plug from the power socket before fitting or 
removing accessories 

 
Fitting the Flexible Hose  
Insert the flexible hose into the hose socket on the front 
cover of the appliance. Press the flexible hose into the 
hose socket until the hose clicks into place.  
 

 
Insert the flexible hose into the curved handle until the hose 
clicks into place. 
  
 

 
Removing the Flexible Hose 
 
To remove the flexible hose, press the locking buttons on the base of either 
side of the flexible hose to release the lock. Pull the flexible hose out of the 
hose socket. 

 
Fitting the Steel Chrome Plated Telescoping Tube and 
Accessories 
 
Attach the top end of the steel chrome plated telescoping  
Tube, to the curved Handle of the flexible hose.  
 

    To extend the steel telescoping 
extension tube, press the locking button down and extend to the desired 
length. To lock it in the new position just release the button and push the 
telescoping extension tube a little until you hear locking click. 
    
 
Attach the preferred cleaning accessory to the  
End of the steel chrome plated telescoping tube. 
 
 



Removing the Steel Chrome Plated Telescoping Tube and 
Accessories 
 
To remove the Steel chrome plated telescoping tube and accessories, hold 
each piece tightly and pull firmly apart.  
 
 

OPERATION METHOD 
1. Unwind the length of power cord required and insert the plug into the power 

socket.  A YELLOW mark on the power cord indicates the ideal cable length. 
Do no extend the power cord beyond the RED mark. 

 
2. Press the On/Off Switch Pedal to switch the appliance ON. 

It is advisable to slide the power regulator to MIN before 
switching the appliance on. 

 
3. By sliding the Power Regulating Knob to either MIN or 

MAX, the absorption power of the appliance 
can be adjusted to suit the cleaning purpose. 

  
4. Adjust the Suction control knob to control the suction. The 

suction will be reduced with a larger air opening. 

 
 
Dust Bag Indicator 
When the suction tube is obstructed or the dust bag is full, 
the Dust Bag Indictor will appear RED. In this case, replace 
or clean the dust bag or remove the obstruction.  
 
 

 

Retracting Cord 
To rewind the power cord, press on the cord rewinding 
pedal. 
CAUTION: Cord retracts very quickly. Take care to avoid 
injury.  
 

 
 
 
Using the Cleaning Accessories 
 

• Dual position carpet / floor brush 
Position 1: Bristles extended Position 2: Bristles retracted

• Brush and Nozzle 
For cleaning radiators, corners edges, drawers, curtains shelves, books, 
inlaid furniture, lamps and other delicate objects. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Blower Function 
 
Plug the hose into the blower function socket switch the 
appliance ON.  

• The blower function can be handy to use when 
cleaning hard to reach places the accessories do 
not reach.  

• The function can also be utilised to inflate air 
mattresses or similar products. 

 
 

MAINTENANCE  
 
Replacing the Dust Bag  
 

1. Remove the flexible hose from the hose socket.  
 
2. Open the front cover by releasing the clasp and lifting 
      the cover. 

 
3. Slide the dust bag out of the housing. 

- When using a reusable cloth bag, slide the bag 
seal on the bottom of the dust bag off and empty 
the waste. Replace the bag seal. 
- When using a paper bag, dispose of entire bag. 
 
 
 
 

4. Slide the clean dust bag between the clips of the housing in the direction 
indicated by the arrows on the dust bag housing. 

 
5.   Close the front cover ready for operation.

Maintaining Filters 
 

It is very important to keep the filters clean to receive maximum 
performance from the vacuum. Not cleaning not replacing your filters 

regularly can reduce the suction power and cause overheating. 

 
1. To clean pre-motor filter, remove the filter from its 

housing located in the dust bag cabinet.  
 
2. Wash under running water and allow the filter to dry 

completely before replacing it in the vacuum. 
 
 
 
 
 

3. To clean the HEPA filter, stand the vacuum in an upright position and open 
the filter cover on the bottom of the vac by moving the two slides and swivel 
open the cover. 

        
 
          

4. Remove the HEPA Filter and wash under running water and allow the filter 
to dry completely before replacing it in the vacuum. 

 

           
 
5. To reinstall the HEPA Filter back in place, put the filter back in its place, 

swivel the cover back to close position and lock it by sliding the 2 slides to 
lock position.
