ASSEMBLING THE VACUUM CLEANER  
 
 

Always remove the plug from the power socket before  fitting or removing 
accessories 

 
 

1. Insert the hose connecter into the 
swivel, located on the front cover 
of the vacuum. Press the hose 
connector button until the hose 
clicks into place.  

 
 
 

 
 
 
 
2. Insert the curved handle into the extension

3. Connect both extension tubes with the 
same twisting force as above.

OPERATION METHOD  
 
1. Unwind the length of power cord required and insert 

the plug into the power socket.  A YELLOW mark on 
the power cord indicates the ideal cable length. Do no 
extend the power cord beyond the RED mark. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2. Press the switch button to turn on/off the vacuum.  
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
3. You can adjust the airflow by pushing the airflow adjustor up and 

down. The suction will be reduced with a larger air openi ng. 
Choose a suitable suction according to the surface to be cleaned: 

·  For Carpets use Maximum suction                                          
·  For Hard Floors use Maximum to Medium suction                               
·  For Curtains or Sofas use Medium to Minimum suction 

 
 
 

 
 
 
4. To rewind the power cord, first ensure that the 

vacuum is turned off and that the plug is out of the 
socket. Then press the cord retractor button. 
CAUTION: Cord retracts very quickly. Take care to 
avoid injury.  

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
5. When the hose or extension tube is obstructed 

or the dust bag is full, the Dust Bag Full 
Indictor will appear RED. In that case, replace 
the dust bag or remove the obstruction.

REPLACING THE DUST BAG   
 

The vacuum cleaner cannot be used without a dust ba g. If the dust bag is 
broken or full, please replace it as soon as possib le. 

 
 

1. Remove the flexible hose from the swivel 
by squeezing the hose connector button 
whilst pushing upwards.

2. Press and lift the closing mechanism to open the front 
cover of the vacuum. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 

3. Slide the dust bag out of the 
housing in an upwards 
direction (� ) revealing an 
empty dust bag holder (� ). 

 
 

 
 

 
 
 
 

4. Slide the clean dust bag between the clips of the housing in 
a downward direction. 

·  When using a reusable cloth bag, slide the bag 
seal on the bottom of the dust bag off and empty 
the waste. Replace the bag seal.

5. Close the front cover of the vacuum by first putting 
in place the top of the cover (� ) and then closing 
the cover by lifting then pushing the closing 
mechanism into place. (� ).

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MAINTENANCE  
 
To receive maximum performance from the vacuum, it is very important to 
keep the two filters clean. Not cleaning or replaci ng the filters regularly can 

reduce the suction power and cause overheating. Nev er use the vacuum 
without the two filters. 

 
1. To remove the pre-motor filter , open the front cover of the vacuum to expose 

the dust bag housing. Lift the plastic casing on top of the filter (� ) then pull 
upwards (� ) to remove the filter (� ). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

2. To remove the exhaust filter  located at the back of the vacuum near the plug, 
push the filter cover switch to the right (� ) and remove the filter cover (� ). The 
filter is located on the reverse side of the filter cover (� ). Pull the filter off the 
filter cover (� ). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
3. Wash the filters under running water and allow them to dry completely before 

replacing them in the vacuum.
